Parental Involvement:
Wales PPA believes that parents are the prime carers and educators of their children and as such should be involved in all aspects of the group. As members of the Association parents/carers are welcome to become involved in:

· the management of the group

· working in the group on a rota basis

· fundraising

· representing the group on Wales PPA local and national committees

· attending training courses, workshops, conferences etc, organised by Wales PPA.

The lasting benefit of parental involvement in a child's development and pre-school education is now clearly acknowledged by academic research.

Training
Membership of Wales PPA ensures that the group is kept up to date with new thinking in the field of childcare and education. The group receives the Wales PPA magazine Small Talk, which offers practical advice and up to date information. The group also has access to publications from Wales PPA.

On going training is available through Wales PPA courses, which are open to both staff and parents/carers. Other training is available through local meetings, conferences and events. Parents/carers are kept informed about these.

Policies

All policies are designed to offer the best possible environment and experience for the children and families in our group. The policies are reviewed regularly, at least annually, and updated as necessary. The policies are kept in a separate portfolio and are available on request.

 Policies available are: Admissions, Complaints, SEN,  Equal Opportunities.
Management and Administration

In accordance with the Wales PPA group constitution, the group is run by an elected committee who ensure that major decisions are made by the parents/carers who use the group.  

A copy of the Wales PPA constitution is kept in the policy pack and given to parents on request (along with accompanying notes)

The committee is responsible for reviewing policies and practice and for the employment and appraisal of the staff.

The Annual General Meeting of the Group is held in Summer term each year at which time the committee for the following year is elected. Parents/carers receive the appropriate information at least two weeks before the proposed meeting to enable them to attend.

Fees

Fees of £12.50 per session will be paid monthly in advance. Fees must be paid if a child is absent without notice or for a short time. In cases of prolonged absence, the committee/management should be consulted about payment of fees.

Children over three may be eligible for funding from the Local Education authority. 

A child's attendance at the group will be dependent on continued payment of fees.
Starting in the group

It is important that parents/carers and staff work together to help children settle in the group and develop confidence to participate in all the activities offered. Some children take longer than others to settle. Parents/carers should not feel worried if this happens. The treatment of each child as an individual is paramount. Parents/carers may wish to stay for the whole or part of the session, depending on the needs of the child.

What to Wear

As most children will be attending the group immediately after their Nursery session, they make continue to wear their school uniform. There will be messy and physical play in the group and in order to feel free to explore and experiment with all kinds of materials and equipment, clothes should be easily washable and not restrict the child's movements.

Children need to practice skills that will make them independent. Clothing which they can cope with themselves enables them to become less dependent on the help of other people.

Record Keeping

The progress of children is assessed by observation and recorded. These observations will be used as a basis for planning a curriculum for each child and are available for discussion with parents/carers at any time.

The child's time in the group should be happy and productive.

The staff/committee/management can be contacted should there be any queries, or help needed.
