Statement of Purpose
Mission Statement

· To provide the best possible start by creating a stimulating, happy and secure environment where everyone can thrive, love learning and develop an enquiring mind.

· Have the opportunity to develop good social skills and a sense of their own specialness.

· Encourage children to have a love of life, ‘have a go’ attitude and persistence which will be developed through a creative, play based curriculum.

· Encourage children to grow in confidence to reach their full potential and have a solid foundation for future learning.

· To provide a curriculum based on the ‘Foundation Phase’ areas of learning enabling children to explore the world around them.

Aims of the service

Rainbows Nursery Plus exists to provide after nursery or after playgroup care for approximately three hours and thirty minutes every school day, for any child registered in the group. Mr J. Roberts is the registered person. The room that is registered for the group is in a downstairs classroom on the Lloyd’s Lane site of Ysgol y Waun. There is access to a secure outdoor area. Toilets are across the corridor adjacent to the classroom. The group is available to all children between the ages of three and four with a wide range of abilities and cultural backgrounds. The group is registered to accommodate 24 children.
Language Used

The language used in the group is English, Welsh is introduced as a second language.

Opening Times

Monday to Friday 11:30am to 3:00pm (term time only)

Special Needs Children

Children with special needs have a right to be included and for their needs to be met.

Staff at the group will have an awareness of the SEN Code of Practice and will have specific information from the parents; the group will not discuss a child’s needs with anyone unless permission is given by the parents.
Staff will ensure that children with special needs will have full access to facilities, activities and play opportunities alongside their peers. Staff will endeavour to attend any training, and gather information that will increase their knowledge of children with special needs and the range of needs to be considered.

Admissions Policy and Equal Opportunities 
Rainbows Nursery is open to all children aged three or four. All children are eligible to be registered for the group regardless of ability, religion, language, culture, health or disability.

Contact Information

The group is required to keep details about the child and the parents so that they can be contacted in an emergency; the group also needs to keep some details about the child’s medical history. All parents must complete all the sections of the registration form and personal details form given to them.

Staff

The group will adhere to national guidelines in relation to the ratio of staff to children; for this group it is one member of staff to eight children. The group is managed on a day-to-day basis by the group Supervisors  who are helped by an Assistant; there will always be a minimum of two adults looking after the children. The supervisor will have a relevant Level 5 qualification. All staff will be encouraged to go on any relevant training courses. At times, students who are undertaking courses related to childcare will work with the group.
A committee consisting of a chairperson, a secretary and a treasurer manage the group.

Routines and information about activities provided

At the group children will be able to access a wide range of activities and be able to use a large variety of equipment and games. A healthy snack and a drink will be offered daily. The children will be free to choose from a variety of indoor and outdoor activities; these include role-play, creative activities including art, crafts and painting; music making, composing and singing; dance. Physical activities using outdoor toys such as bikes, scooters, and PE equipment, malleable: play using dough, clay and model making, threading using beads. Small world play: floor play using puzzles, games, construction toys such as blocks, lego, mobilo. Sand (wet/dry) and water play. Imaginative play: role play, Book nook and writing area, listening centre. Access to various ICT: computers, tape recorders, digital cameras. 
A daily plan can be seen on the back of the parent information booklet that all parents receive.

Arrangements for registration and collection

Children will be collected from the Early Years classroom at 11:30am and walked over to the Rainbows Nursery on the Lloyd’s Lane site. They will then be taken to the toilet and supervised to ensure that hands are washed before eating their lunch in the class room.
At 3:00pm children will be collected by an adult named on the contact list. 

Outside Agencies

Outside agencies visiting the setting may include Health Service, Social Services, Special Needs Agencies, Education or Wales PPA, Child Protection Agencies, depending on the needs of specific children.

Arrangements for complaints

Any complaints will be dealt with promptly, fairly and confidentially by the Registered Person (Mr J. Roberts). Parents/guardians will be invited to discuss concerns or complaints with the Registered Person as the first step and this will be recorded, investigated and resolved as soon as reasonably practical and within 14 days. This time limit may be extended up to a further 14 days with the agreement of the complainant. The Registered Person will confirm in writing to the complainant within these timescales the outcome of the investigation, the agreed resolution and any action taken as a result of the complaint.
