Personalised Assessments (Y2 — 6)

Welsh Government have now introduced an online assessment to replace the
procedural Maths tests that would have taken place in May 20109.

Procedural assessments will be completed online over the next couple of weeks.
Pupils will then complete a second assessment in June/ July 2019 and a report will be
provided for parents at this time.

These assessments will be very different to the tests they are replacing and will be
used to inform teachers of a pupil’s next steps.

Maths Reasoning and Reading tests will be carried out in the usual way in May 2019.
These tests will then be replaced by electronic assessments over the next two
academic years, starting with Reading in 2019/ 20 and Reasoning in 2020/ 21.
Teachers will continue to assess pupil progress through teacher assessments of their
day-to-day work. These assessments will continue to be shared with parents as part of
a pupils’ end of year report.
